Shirts are without 
writing and must 
provide adequate 

coverage. Tops 
should be no 
more than 3” 

from the collar 
line.

Sleeveless blouses 
or dresses are 

permitted. No 
halter tops or 

spaghetti straps are 
permitted. Tops 

should be no more 
than 3” from the 
collar line. Both 
should provide 

adequate coverage.

Shorts should 
provide adequate 

coverage and be free 
of holes. No gym 

shorts or 
sweatshorts are 

permitted.

Skirts and dresses must 
provide adequate 

coverage, allow for 
freedom of movement, 

and be free of rips, 
tears, or holes. 

Pants or jeans 
should be free of 

rips, tears, or 
holes. 

No leggings,
sweatpants,
windpants, or
yoga pants are

permitted.

Dress tops
should be no
more than 3”

from the
collarline and

should provide
adequate
coverage.
(Strapless

dresses are not
permitted.)
